This is a purely self-financing minority Institution 

and this is the only Institution in the Nilgiris District.The main aim of starting this 

institution is for the upliftment of the Tribal communities in the Nilgiris District such as 

Thodas, Irulas, Kurumbas, Kothas and Badagas besides other students from local area, 

other districts and other states as well. Prior to the establishment of this institution in The 

Nilgiris, except for a few vital, affluent and trivial, many were deprived of Technical 

Higher Education in their home town. This Institution has fulfilled its aim when we look 

back over the past 25 years. In this Silver Jubilee year, the Institution stands tall duly 

Affiliated to Anna University, approved by AICTE and accredited by with NAAC 9 

Under Graduate programs and 4 Post Graduates programs. A fleet of 10 buses from the 

Institution ply to the corners of the Tribal Hamlets locally called Hattis namely Melur, 

Hosatty, Kolacombai, Thoothoormattam and Thaimalai, to bring students to the college 

so that they could go back to their home after college hours to satisfy the demands of their 

culture for many of the students. The graduated students are spread across the globe 

occupying High positions in reputed organisations. Dignitaries like Dr. A.P.J. Abdul 

Kalam, Dr.Madhavan Nair, and Wing Commander Rakesh Sharma and Prof.
